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There is a bolt circle of radius 20 cm.  There are 8 threaded screws into it.  I think they are metric 2’s, about 2 mm diam screws.  If your flange has a matching pattern, but with some slop in the clear holes, you will be ok.  The clocking pattern is such that the top of the detector has a screw, as does the bottom, left and right, and the 45 degree angles.

You have to stay away from the 16.5 cm detector surface, with its Be window.

The overall camera diameter is about 21.5 cm, I just measured it with a ruler.
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
