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During the meeting on May 1st, the user mentioned customized views for users when entering search criteria and viewing query results.

This functionality can be interpreted in 2 ways at a high level:

A. Customized search criteria page

B. Customized query results page.

To explain this lets assume there are a total of 20 attributes that you can ever search by.  

Customized Search criteria Page

Customized search criteria page can also be interpreted in two ways.

a)
Each user can choose which of these 20 attributes they would like to see when they

       navigate to the search criteria page.  

b) Once on that page, they plug in search criteria values and submit the query.  

c) The query results page displays some of the 20 fields. These fields are predetermined.

a)
Each user sees all the 20 attributes.  However, they can choose which of the 20 fields

       

to be automatically "populated" by values pre-determined by them. This way every time

they navigate to the search criteria page, those fields are "ready" to be searched on.

b)        Once they submit the query, the query results page displays some of the 20 fields. These       

       fields are predetermined just like in option 1.

Customized Query Results Page

This functionality means that the search criteria page is static i.e. each user sees all 20 attributes all the time. However, though the user can search by any of the 20 criteria, they can choose which of the 20 attributes they want to be displayed on their query results page.  We may require certain attributes to be displayed all the time while others the user can choose.
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
