Subject: Annual Audit of Satellite Waste Accumulation Areas (SWAA) for ASD

The annual audit of SWAA's in ASD was conducted in the month of March 2000.

The audit consisted of :

· An interview with SWAA custodians to review policies per Waste Handling Procedures Manual ( Chapter 1-2). 

· A visual inspection and audit of the satellite waste accumulation areas to requirements identified in Chapter 1-2 of the ANL Waste Handlers Manual.  

· Consultation from John Herman (PFS-WMO) about policy concerning SWAA'S

DEFINITIONS

· Satellite Waste Accumulation Areas are waste accumulation areas at or near the point of generation that are used to store no more than 55 gallons of hazardous waste or 1 quart of acutely hazardous waste.

REQUIREMENTS

Requirements for Maintaining a Satellite Waste Accumulation Areas

· A maximum volume of 55 gal of hazardous waste or 1 quart of acutely hazardous waste can be stored.

· Waste must be stored at or near the point of generation.

· The storage area must be under the control of the operator of the process generating the waste.

· Containers must be labeled "hazardous waste" or with other words, that identifies the contents of the container. Labels are available from Waste Management Operations (WMO) (2-5865).

· An inventory of what is placed in each waste container must be kept.

· If the volume limit is exceeded, the container holding the excess waste must be marked with the date the excess began accumulating. The excess must be removed within three days.

· The containers must be in good condition or overpacked (within adequate secondary containment).

· The waste must be compatible with the container.

· The container must be stored closed.

· Waste generators must inspect their SAA’s at a frequency of no less than monthly, 

· Waste generators must maintain auditable records of waste produced and stored

· A SWAA may be placed "INACTIVE" if no items are being stored. The log should indicate that the SWAA is or was inactive.

SATELLITE WASTE ACCUMULATION AREAS TRAINING

ASD employees who generate chemical waste are required to be current in 

ESH 574 Chemical Waste Generator. 

SWAA custodians are required to be current in the following courses; 

ESH 574 Chemical Waste Generator, 

ESH 456 Chemical Waste Certification 

ESH 456 RF Chemical Waste Generator Recertification

STATUS:


An assessment of safety training requirements indicate that ASD employees are current in their courses.

VISUAL INSPECTION OF SATELLITE WASTE ACCUMULATION AREAS

ASD SWAA's were inspected during this audit. Checklists were completed for each SWAA and forwarded to the ASD ESH office.

STATUS:

Several  containers in a SWAA lacked hazardous waste labels.  One SWAA which has been inactive since created lacked a logbook. 

Corrective Action:

The ASD ESH coordinator has made SWAA kits, which contain the proper labels and a self-assessment checklist to remedy the labeling issue. The current status of the satellite waste accumulation areas meet the criteria defined in Argonne's ESH manual for the year 2000. No items were entered into COATS.
