APS EXPERIMENT SAFETY APPROVAL PROCESS

The APS experiment safety approval system is a web-based application that allows for experiment submission and approval as well as some administrative features.  

Experiment Submission and Approval 


Experiment Submission:

Any APS experimenter who wants to perform an experiment needs to submit the experiment details via the Experiment Safety Approval  Form (ESAF) which is accessible at the following URL.

The ESAF allows an experimenter to submit various pieces of information related to the experiment.  Such pieces of information include the sector, beam line, experiment title, primary spokesperson, materials used,  identification of hazards, experimenter comments and much more.  

Additionally, the ESAF also provides the means to identify if the experiment will use special equipment or materials that require specific safety related guidance.  Based on the experimenter's responses appropriate follow up questions will be asked that will eventually provide the experimenter important safety guidance information.

Finally, once the experimenter submits the experiment form email notifications are sent to the following people:

· CAT Administrator

· APS User Safety Coordinator

Experiment Approval:

Upon receiving the email, the CAT administrator  can view  the submitted experiment for any modifications and or comments. Once the CAT administrator approves a submitted experiment another email notification is automatically sent to APS User Safety Coordinator and to the primary spokesperson of the experiment.  The APS User Safety Coordinator also has the option to add his or her comments regarding the experiment.   A final email notification is automatically sent to the CAT administrator if the APS User Safety Coordinator has added comments to the ESAF.

The ESAF form also provides a feature that allows the person submitting an experiment and CAT administrator to generate and print a PDF formatted report detailing the submitted experiment.

Administrative Features


The administrative features can be divided into two sections namely, CAT-Admin and APS-Admin.


CAT-Admin


Using this feature a CAT administrator can query and view experiments submitted for their CAT/s as well as maintain a list of administrators for their CAT/s.   A CAT administrator may be allowed limited or complete set of  privileges. 


APS-Admin


Using this feature a person with the proper authorization can perform many functions such as view experiments in any CAT and maintain an APS floor coordinator list for all sectors.
