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In order to provide this functionality the following steps need to be taken :

· Create a new login screen.

· Create a new user table that will at a minimum contain the user_ids and their encrypted passwords. Additionally it may contain various timestamps, active / inactive status etc.

Creating a Login Screen

This screen will provide the basic login screen where the user types in his/her user id and their passwords. In addition it will also allow the user to :

a) Log in and enter a new experiment  OR 

b) Register themselves as a new account

c) Change their password OR

d) Assign them a default password incase they forget their password.

 
NOTES :

a)   Log In :   This step will consist of   (I) validating the user  (II) Bringing up a new ESAF.


(I) Validating the user can be accomplished by using the same mechanism / logic that is 

                    for the common login screen.  This "common" login screen shows up when a CAT 

                    or APS admin logs in.  (lib0002.validate_user -( lib0002.login_ok -( lib2000 etc)

             (II) Once the user logs in successfully a new ESAF form will be displayed.  

 b)    Register themselves :  The user will type in a user id and a password on the login screen and 

        click on the register button. This will at a minimum insert a record into the new user table.

c) Change Password :  This will allow the user to change their existing password.

d) Forget Password :  This will allow the user to get a new password.  In such case, the user will be asked for their email address and a new password will be sent to them at that address.

Entering a New Experiment 

After a user successfully logs in they will have access to the ESA Form.  When the experimenter saves his/her experiment, their user id will be saved with the experiment in the xsr5_experiment_header record.

Retrieving an Experiment

This functionality will be triggered from an additional link  next to the CAT and APS admin links on the main APS ESAF page.  When the user clicks on the link the new logon screen will be displayed. Once the user successfully logs in they will navigate to the same "enter search criteria page" that CAT admin see when they wish to view an experiment.  

After the user enters their search criteria they will be displayed the same "query results" page as the CAT admins.  However, when an experimenter queries for experiments an additional condition to the search criteria before results of the query are displayed.  This condition will cause only the experiments submitted by the experimenters to be displayed on the query results page.  Also, the status search criteria will default to PENDING.

When displaying the experiment, the CAT admin and APS Admin sections of the experiment will not be displayed.  The PID used to get to the query results page is already used in the ESAF Form to determine the type of user (CAT admin or APS admin).  
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
